From the Director:

2010 began with welcome news that GF]J
was one of thirty libraries in New York State
to be awarded an ARRA Broadband Tech-
nology Opportunity Program grant from
through the New York State Education De-
partment. Grant funds have been utilized to
create a Public Computing Center (PCC).
One of the main goals of this federally-
sponsored program is to provide funding for
training and resources that will help vulner-
able populations, such as the unemployed or
underemployed, learn critical workforce de-
velopment skills.

Classes include job searching, resume writ-
ing, basic computer skills, blogging, and so-
cial networking, along with sessions on util-
izing the library’s online resources. Check
the “PCC” tab at www.gfjlibrary.org for a
complete schedule & online registration
form, or stop by to see the facility and meet
the staff. The PCC is under the direction of
Gail Szeliga.

The PCC will be offering classes on how
to use GIJ’s new “Overdrive” downloadable
e-book and audio book setrvice. You can
download e-books to your computer & then
transfer them to a reader such as Barnes &
Noble’s “Nook”, among others; or transfer
audio books to MP3 players. Check the

The Children’s Department had a record-
setting year with new highs in programs of-
fered and program attendance.
