SOVIETS INVADE
AFGHANISTAN

The Soviet thrust into Afghanistan represents a
severe threat to western interests. Control of
Afghanistan would put the Russians within 350
miles of the Arabian Sea, the oil lifeline of Japan and
the West. Soviet war planes based in Afghanistan
could cut the lifeline at will; even if they never go
that far, the threat alone expands Moscow's influ-
ence in a vital part of the world. And all that now
stands in the way of Russia’s historic quest for a
southern port is the disputed territory of Baluchis-
tan, which straddles the Iran-Pakistan border.
Opportunities are rife for the Soviets to exploit the
Baluche insurgency against the governments of
both countries.

The invasion of Afghanistan may set a precedent
that will make it easier for the Kremlin to consider
the military option in future crises. Also the rapid
growth of Soviet military power will enable Moscow
to operate farther from its own borders the next time
— if it wants to. For twenty years, Soviet talk of
“peaceful coexistence’ and ‘‘detente’’ has per-
suaded many in the West that Moscow wants
accommodation. Once each decade — in Hungary
in 1956, in Czechoslovakia in 1968 and in Afghani-
stan during the last week of 1979 — the Russians
have shattered such hopes.

POPE VISITS THE U.S.

WOMEN AND THE DRAFT ' 5o

For a man about to shatter 204 years of mil-
itary tradition, Commander in Chief Jimmy
Carter was remarkably nonchalant. He quietly
boarded a helicopter for a weekend at Camp
David, leaving aides to distribute a written
statement announcing his plans to register
women as well as men for the draft. “My deci-
sion,” the President wrote, "'is a recognition
of the reality that both women and men are
working members of our society. It confirms
what is already obvious that women are
now providing all types of skills in every pro-
fession. The military should be no excep-
tion.’

The public has very mixed feelings about
whether to draft women, according to recent
polls. And a Newsweek Poll of young people
18 to 24 conducted by the Gallup Organiza-
tion shows that if the draft is restored, while
most men say women should be included,
while most young women oppose being
drafted. The respondents did favor registra-
tion for all, but 58 percent said young people
would protest or evade the draft if it were
called at this time. Should women serve in
combat? Two out of three said yes, but only if
they volunteered to fight. One out of five said
no

Having cut their teeth at a time when gold
was worth only $35 per oz., most U.S. econo-
mists are inclined to write off the current rise
in its price as a sideshow. But, in truth, it
appears to be the big tent event. Even if the
gold price averages "‘only” $650 per oz. this
year — a conservative figure — it will have
major effects on interest rates, exchange
rates, and inflation rates, around the indus-
trial world, as well as on the geopolitical bal-
ance between the West and the Soviets. And
there is no way that these effects are going to
make life easier for the industrial world's poli-
cymakers or for U.S. strategic planners
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BIG BUST

Three pounds of cocaine, with a street value of more
than $200,000, was seized February twenty-seventh by
five local police agencies in what was called the big-
gest cocaine bust in Central New York.

Police arrested six men in Broome County and a sev-
enth man in another community in the early afternoon
drug raids. The operation was coordinated by the
Broome County District Attarney’s office

The Broome County Sheriff's department said early
this morning that police seized three pounds of cocaine
and other controlled substances in raids in three coun-
ties. They also said they found loaded hand guns in
maost of the residences

Sources told the Sun-Bulletin that the cocaine dis-
tribution ring probably involved organized crime. Police
believe one man supplied the other local men with
cocaine which they in turn planned to sell, a source
sad

Simultaneous raids were also conducted in Orange
County and in Lackawanna County in Pennsylvania.
There were no details available this morning on those
raids. Police did not specify where the seventh man
was arrested

All the men arrested entered the mandatory not guilty
plea required by law in felony cases.

U.S. embassy

seized

November fourth — lranian students
seized the U.S. Embassy in Teheran and
held some 90 people hostage. The stu-
dents, supported by Iran’s leader, Ayatol-
lah Ruhollah Khomeini, said they would
not release the hostages until Iran's for-
mer ruler, Shah Mohammed Reza Pahlovi,
was returned to Iran for trial. The Shah,
who had been living in Mexico, had
entered the United States in October for
medical treatment. (By November 20,
about 50 Americans remained hostage in
the embassy. Non-Americans and some
American blacks and women had been
freed.)

December fourth — The United Nations

Security Council demanded that Iran
release the Americans being held hos-
tage. The resolution reflected wide sup-
port for the U.S. position in the crisis.
(Later in the month, the International
Court of Justice also condemned the
holding of the hostages. And on Decem-
ber 31, the Security Council voted to give
Iran one week to release the hostages or
face possible economic sanctions. On the
same day, U.N. Secretary General Kurt
Waldheim flew to Iran to try to negotiate a
solution.)

March seventh — The hostages are in
their 125th day of captivity

AKRON, Ohio (UPI) — Thurman Munson
the star catcher for the New York Yankees,
was killed yesterday when his Cessna-Cita-
tion plane, which he was piloting, crashed
1,000 feet short of the runway of the Akron-
Canton airport

Don Rawlings, a Federal Aviation Adminis-
tration official, said the crash took place at
4:02 p.m. EDT. Munson was killed while he
was practicing landing. Two passengers
were injured and taken to a hospital. The
small plane burst into flames when it hit the
ground

Munson, the Yankees' No. 1 draft choice in
1968, made his professional debut with the
last Binghamton Triplet team that summer

Arriving at Johnson Field just a week after
leaving from Kent State University — and
midway through the Eastern League season

— the All-American catcher played 71
with the Triplets, hitting .301 witt
uns

He played fewer than 100 games with Syra
cuse in 1969, joining the Yankees in Septem-
ber. He was the regular catcher for the Yan-
kees by 1970, winning the American
League’'s Rookie of the Year Award

“Thera is very little | could say to express
my feeling at this moment,” said Steinbren-
ner, the Yankee owner. ''I've lost a dear
friend, a pal, and one of the greatest competi-
tors I've ever known. We've spent many
hours together talking baseball and business
He loved his family

He was our leader. The great sport which

made him so famous seems so very small and

AUTHUR FIEDLER, MR. POPS

He brought serious music to millions of
Americans. A snowy-haired, white-mustachi-
oed figure, he would walk briskly onstage and
lead his Boston Pops Orchestra in a program
of show tunes and classics. His philosophy
was simple and insouciant: "My aim has been
to give audiences a good time. I'd have
trained seals if people wanted them.” That
was one of Fiedler's exaggerations, though
he was not above appearing on a record
jacket dressed as Santa Claus or as a jaunty

Yankee Doodle dandy. Such clowning
caused some highbrows to sneer. But to Bos-
ton audiences and those he visited around
the country, Arthur Fiedler was Mr. Pops, the

Fiedler's conducting was straight forward
and businesslike, a matter of careful reading
of a score rather than impassioned urgency
Says Assistant Pops Conductor Harry Ellis
Dickson: “"He was a very unsentimental sort
of guy, and it showed in the music."” Yet Fied-

A KING OF VAUDEVILLE

His voice was a loud rasp. His piano playing
was strictly fortissimo. His gags were not jokes,
but a litany of catch phrases. Yet Jimmy Durante
was a born entertainer whose manic clowning
stayed in fashion for more than half a century
When “the great Schnozzola' died in early Feb-
ruary, America lost one of its last links to the gol-
den age of vaudeville.

Durante’'s career took off when he formed a
vaudeville act with Tap Dancer Lou Clayton and
Crooner Eddie Jackson. The trio played the Pal-

ler made himself into a national phenomenon
The best known “'serious’” musician in Amer
Ica, he was also the best selling classical art-
ist of all time (over 50 million records)

When Fiedler died in July of 1979, Boston
lost one of its best known monuments. 'l am
cursed that wherever |'m engaged they want
a program like the Pops,” Fiedler once said
‘But every clown wants to play Hamlet." He
never did play Hamlet, but he was a peerless
Puck

ace, appeared in a Ziegfeld revue, and provided
the smash number for Cole Porter's 1930 musi-
cal, The New Yorkers. Other Broadway hits fol-
lowed, including Porter's Red, Hot and Blue
which co-starred Bob Hope and Ethel Merman. It
did not take long for Durante to get a contract
with Metro-Goldwyn-Mayer in Hollywood. His
first film, New Adventures of Get-Rich-Quick
Wallingford (1931), was written by Charles Mac-
Arthur




Jay Silverheels, TV’s

LOS ANGELES (UPl) — Jay Silver-
heels, who portrayed the Lone Rang-
er's faithful Indian companion Tonto in
225 episodes of the popular television
series, died March 5th following a long
iliness. He was 62

In 1948, Silverheels joined Clayton
Moore to form the famed team of the
Lone Ranger, the mysterious masked
lawman, and his faithful Indian friend,
Tonto

The duo, on their trusty steads, Sil-

ver and Scout, kept millions of children
glued to television sets until the show
was canceled in 1961. Millions more
children virtually memorized the
weekly episodes when they were rerun
around the world

Silverheels was born on the Six
MNations Indian Reservation in Ontario,
Canada, on May 26, 1917, and moved
to the United States with his family in
the mid-1930's

faithful Tonto

THE DUKE

John Wayne, “the Duke’ of Hollywood, died in
Los Angeles in June

There were ironies in the matching of man and
mythic background. John Wayne entered the
world on May 26, 1907, as Marion Michael Morri-
son, the son of an lowa druggist who migrated to
the San Fernando Valley, just east of Los Ange-
les. Young Michael played football for U.S.C. but
retained many more intellectual interests than he
liked to admit. If his right-wing beliefs emblem-
ized a rugged individualism, he also had a repu-
tation among movie people as a fiercely loyal
colleague quick to aid old comrades and as an
affectionate if hard-kidding co-worker

Out of his films, Wayne created a beloved
national institution. Congress ordered a gold
medal struck for him just before he died, and he
was never more gallant than when he made his
final public appearance at the 1979 Oscar cere-
mony

‘Zeppo’, The Last Marx

Herbert (""Zeppo'’) Marx, the last of the
madcap Marx brothers, died of lung cancer in
December. The youngest Marx was pulled
out of high school to replace brother Gummao,
who left the family vaudeville team before it
moved to Hollywood. Cast as the straight
man, Zeppo joined Chico (who died in 1961),
Harpo (1964) and Groucho (1977) in five clas-
sic films, but he tired of his role and left the
group after the release of Duck Soupin 1933

‘He was a lousy actor,” grouched Groucho,
“and he got out as soon as he could.” But
Zeppo eventually became the richest of the
brothers, working variously as a talent agent,
an airplane parts manufacturer and a citrus
grower. His marriages, gambling sprees and
occasional public scraps kept him in the lime-
light when Hollywood no longer did, but he
spent his last years quietly in a Palm Springs
mobile home

DAVID JANSSEN

David Janssen, the craggily handsome actor
who played tough, terse, but vulnerable heroes
like the wrongly convicted doctor who pursued
his wife's killer for four years in the ABC-TV hit
series The Fugitive, died of a heart attack in
Feburary of 1980

Vivian Vance

Vivian Vance, the actiress-come-
dian known to millions of TV view-
ers as Ethel Mertz, Lucille Ball's
best friend and neighbor, on the
long running and even longer
rerunning show I Love Lucy; died of
cancer in August. A star in Broad-
way musicals, the Kansas-born
biond was in semi-retirement when

recruited by Ball and Desi Arnaz to
play Ethel — the role she played
from 1951 to 1956. "After a while,”
she said, "'you're not sure who you
are — Ethel Mertz or Vivian
Vance.”" When cast as Lucy's
sidekick on the 1960's The Lucy
Show, Vance insisted that her char-
acter be called Vivian

One extra medal was awarded after a tie for
the bronze in the men's 1,000-meter speed
skating race

LAKE PLACID (AP) — To the chants of
“Eric! Eric! Eric!"" American speed-skater Eric
Heiden flashed to his fifth gold medal in worid

record time yesterday, capping his Olympic

gold rush and earning a place in sports his-

tory

The 21-year-old Madison, Wis., resident
became the first person ever to win five golds
in Winter Olympics competition

His time in the fifth, 10,000-meter event —

Linda Fratianne took a silver in their events
with the golds going to Robin Cousins of
Great Britian in the men's event and Annett
Potzsch of East Germany in the women's

But there was heartbreak for America in the
competition when an injury to Randy Gardner
ended the pair's medal hopes of him and Tai
Babilonia before they ever took the ice. With
the U.S. couple out of the competition

And then Team Destiny did the impossible
stunning the Soviets 4-3 and following with
the victory over Finland that clinched the first
hockey gold medal for this country since
1960. It set off a chain reaction stream of joy
that stretched from Main Street in this tiny
Olympic town all the way to the White House

resident Carter called the dressing room

after the victory over the Russians and invited
Brooks, his team and the rest of America's
Olympic contingent for lunch. They'll be there
— the Heidens and the hockey players,
remembering their moment in history and the
Olympics that belonged to them

Eric Heiden, America's "Golden Boy'

1976, took the silver medal with a time of
14:36.03. Tom Erik Oxholdm of Norway won
the bronze

The performance by Heiden, who earlier
had won gold at 500, 5,000, 1,000 and 1,500
meters, recalled the astonishing showing of
American swimmer Mark Spitz when he won
seven gold medals at the Munich Olympics
eight years ago. Like Spitz, Heiden won every
event he entered

14 minutes, 28.13 seconds — was 6.2 sec-
onds faster than the world mark setin 1977 by
Victor Loshkin of the Soviet Union

Piet Kleine of The Netherlands, who held
the previous Olympic record of 14:50.59 from

Heiden said the fast times of the first two

competitors made him apprehensive

“God, | was scared,”’ he said after the race

"But | just had to go out and go for it.”

Of his record time, he said: “That's the last

world record | had ever expected to break.”

And he said the medals were not important,
and would "probably sit in my Mom's dresser,
collecting dust.”” He added later: “"What's
really important to me is what | put into a
race.”

The pre-med student said earlier that he
plans to quit racing after the XIIl Winter
Games, saying, "l really liked it best when |
was a nobody.”

About 6,300 tickets were sold to the event,

In Lasting Memories,
Losers Top Winners

LAKE PLACID — It's quiet now in the north
country

It's snowing here, temperatures have drop-
ped, and soon everything will be back to nor-
mal. Only the memories of the Xl Winter
Games will remain

These 13 days in February have had more
ups and downs, more zigs and zags than the
luge run. It may be remembered more for its
stranded bus riders than its gold medal
heroes

That would be unfair, even to those who did
less than excel. And these Olympic Games
had more losers than winners

Most embarrassing moment belongs to
Canada's hockey goalie, who watched in hor-
ror as a tap-back from a teammate skimmed
through his legs and into the net for Finland's
decisive goal that eventually knocked the
Canadians out of the 4-team final round.

We'll always remember the grief of Tai
Babilonia when partner Randy Gardner was
felled by an injury and the world champions
never had a chance in the figure skating com-
petition

Bill Koch, a favorite in cross country, got so
far behind in one race he simply dropped out
"l didn’t want to face the press in that posi-

tion,”" he said later

These were the games, though, that saw
Ingemar Stenmark of Sweden prove his top
rank in men’s alpine skiing and Leichten-
stein’s Hanni Wenzel dominate the women's
competition

These were the games where Americans
got smooth programs from Charlie Tickner,
Dave Santee, and little Scott Hamilton to fin-
ish 3-4-5 in the men’s figure skating

And these were the games of Eric Heiden
and the United States hockey team

We have these moments to remember

Let's hope the historians will be kind

HOCKEY HEAVEN

LAKE PLACID — Twenty big doo-
lies gathered on stage at the Lake
Placid High School auditorium and
brought the house down with laugh-
ter.

It was a sight to see, yet almost
impossible to believe. Only
moments before, just across the
street in the Olympic Center, this
same troupe of zanies that now had
the press corps howling with laugh-
ter had closed the book on one of
the most incredible sports fairy tales
of this or any other era.

The ending was more than happy.
It was delirious.

A doolie, by the way, is a big gun
on the U.S. Olympic hockey team —
the club that couldn't possibly win a
gold medal, but did anyway.

As a standing-room-only crowd of

more than 8,500 rocked the Olympic
Center with roars of approval, 20 big
wheels rolled on the ice with joy.
Players embraced and threw their
sticks, gloves and hats to the fans
who had grown to love them

Outside in the snow, the streets of
this tiny town were filled with people
cheering, dancing, drinking wine
and making merry. American flags
waved everywhere.

“We got the gold, we got the gold,
we got the gold,”” came a cry from
one sector. ""USA, USA, USA."
chanted another.

It was madness of the most mag-
nificent kind. Eric Heiden had won
five gold medals for the United
States in speed skating, but the
hockey team saved the day with the
unexpected and stole the hearts of
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America.

When the game began it
appeared the Yanks might not win
their first gold since the 1960 Games
at Squaw Valley.

But goalie Jim Craig kept in it, just
as he had during the entire tourna-
ment.

Several hours later the team was
back at center ice to receive its gold
medal and another crowd roared as
each of the 20 doolies bent to
receive his just reward from Lord
Killanin

""After seeing the president tomor-
row," said Eruzione, ‘“we just go . . .
