Rev. Dr. Cris Mogensen from the jail advised us
on this project and will distribute the bags. The

decarcerated on their path to future success.

Library Construction Aid Press Conference: On Wednesday, August 16,
Senator Lea Webb held a press conference at the library to announce
$897,255 in state aid for library construction in Senate District 52. GFJ
Library applied for this funding and will receive $27,250. In advance of
receiving this grant, the library renovated the Casey Room on the main
floor into two community meeting rooms. These rooms are now
available to reserve, creating more space for our patrons. Senator
Webb said of the grants, “These funds will empower our local libraries
to undergo vital structural enhancements, taking their services and
impact to new heights. Our libraries are more than buildings — they're
centers of education, innovation, and inclusivity.”
