We have always felt that disre-
garding the make up of any squad
in terms of the number and/or
quality of underclassmen, the
leadership and success of any
squad must come from its Seniors.
What makes this particular group
of Seniors so unique is that they
comprise the fewest of any group
of Seniors we've ever had. They
have provided their Coaches,
teammates and fans with out-
standing dedication and leader-
ship. Each one of these men has
reached way down inside and has
come up with even more than
100%, since they realized prior to
the Season that, except for most of
the offensive Backfield, we had to

Considering the almost total

And, perhaps the best
part is the fact that 35 of them
return next year to give us the larg
est nucleus of experience we've
ever had. Obviously, the Tiger is
pointing to 1979 with eager antici-
pation. We intend to give no quar
ter, and have three goals: To have
an undefeated season, to be STAC
Champions and to be Number
One Rank in New York State

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Mr. Wurtenburg

Bob Wurtenberg, Union-Endicott High
School’s tireless athletic director and former
basketball coach, died at Wilson Memorial
Hospital December 31, 1978 after a recurring
bout with cancer.

Wurtenberg, who was honored as 1978
“Athletic Director of the Year” by the New
York State Association of Health, Physical
Education and Recreation, was a resident of
Newark Valley where he graduated from
high school in 1941.

lhe 54-year-old Wurtenberg was troubled
by the tragic illness several years ago, but it
was temporarily arrested, allowing him to
return to his U-E office. But he weakened
over the past summer and missed part of the
fall school season.

Despite the fact that he was forced to miss
the entire school week prior to the Nov. 11
home football game with Vestal — the U-
athletic department’s biggest bi-annual
endeavor — he returned to his office for a
night long shift on Nov. 10 to oversee prepa
ralions.

He never returned to work after that night.

U-E track coach Mike Miller called Wur-
tenberg a “coaches” athletic director.

“His door was always open to the
coaches,” said Miller, who was hired by
Wurtenberg as track coach. Coaches in
other schools are envious of the U-E coaches
because of the relationship Wurtenberg had
with staff. “We’ll miss him terribly.”

Head football coach at U-E, Fran Angeline,
echoed the sentiments of his coaching

Sporls

peers,

“He was a tireless worker for the good of
all,” said the veteran coach. “He was never
too busy for anybody or anything no matter
how small or large it might be.”

“Big Wurt,” as he was known because of
his tall lanky stature, came to the U-E school
district in 1957 after coaching four sports in
other school districts

He was head soccer, baseball and basketl
ball coach at Cowanesque Valley (Pa.) Joint
Schools for two years, head football, base
ball and freshman basketball coach at South
Huntington (L.1.) High School for two years
and football assistant at Ithaca College for
one year

Wurtenberg was employed at Cowan
esque Valley from 1941-51 after attending
Seton Hall and graduating from Ithaca Col
lege with a degree in physical education
before going on to South Huntington.

It was after the 1954 Long Island season
that Wurtenberg took up the tools of the
plumbing trade. In April, 1957, after 2V: years
as a U-E substitute, Wurtenberg returned to
full-time teaching

In 1966, after compiling a six-year varsity
basketball record of 57-61, Wurtenberg was
named director of health, physical educa
tion and recreation for the U-E school dis
trict succeeding Henry M. Veller.

Waurtenberg is survived by his wife, Mrs.
Doris Wurtenberg, two daughters and three
SONSs.
