In early 1992, Boutros Boutros-Ghali became the
world's top diplomat — the Secretary General of

the United Nations. The former Egyptian d.-&’pm}'
prime minister quickly eamed high marks for firm-
ness and new ideas. The 69-year-ofd diplomat was
chosen by the Security Council as a transitional,
compromise figure and is expected to serve only one
five-year term.

With the end of the Mideast War in February,
1991, President Bush has urged the downfall of the
55-year-old [eader. But within Img, Saddam Hus-
sein appears to fiave grown only stronger since the
removal of his troops from Kuwait. However, fie
lives under a constant threat of death by the Iragi
opposition [eaders and a fost of otfier enemies.

In 1991 Boris N. Yeltsin was elected president of

the Russian Federation. One of his top priorities
was economic reform. But the gloomy economic
condition reflected the grave difficulties he and his
govemment faced in trying to build a market econ-
omy on the ruins of the failed Soviet Communist
system. While attempting to establish ties abroad,
Yelisin's reforms at fome increased prices by as
much as 1,500 percent during the first part of the
year 1992,

In a speech to Parfiament not after his June election,
Itszak Rabin [let it be known that Israel fad a new
boss with a hard-nosed approach to Mideast
peacemaking. Rabin said fie wanted peace in the
Middle East. As part of that goal, fie stressed the
importance of stopping the spread of nuclear weap-
ons in that part of the world It was one more
reason, he said, “for the urgent need to end the
Arab-Israeli conflict."”

U.S. and alfied aircraft attacked strategic targets in Iraq in early January. The first attack kit a nuclear
complex near the capital city of Baghdad, followed by other hits on Iragi missile sites. Many of the LLS.
aircraft that flew mids over Iraq were based on the [LS.S. Kitty Hawk.




Civil war spread across Yugoslavia, a nation of six republics and two provinces that had been plagued for centuries by historic, ethnic,
religious, and economic differences. Nationalist, anti-communist parties won elections in 1991 in all republics except Serbia, the largest,
and Montenegro, the smallest. Then Croatia and its neighbor Slovenia declared their independence. The trditional rivalries were strongest
between the 9 million Serbs, who belong to the Orthodox church and the 5 million Croats, who are Roman Catfiolic. Tens of thousands of
people became refugees and the killing continues.

The UL.S. Marines amived in Somafia on December 9, 1992. The starving African country  An oil tanker carrying nearfy 25 million

was ravaged by famine and widespread [ooting of food from intemational refief agencies. The  gallons of crude oil lost power and was

Scotland. The 100 island Shetlands group in
the North Sea is sparsely populated but
abounds with birds, seals, fish, and other
wildlife.
