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These programs have the advantage of coordinating
theory and practice for the benefit of the student,
school, and employer. These programs offer a plan
whereby business students may receive Regents credit
for actual work experience in approved jobs that are
related to a course in which they are enrolled. Stu-
dents who maintain satisfactory grades and earn a
satisfactory job performance rating by their employer
and supervising teacher may receive credit.

In the Co-op Office Skills Program, one-half unit is
earned for working each 150 hours up to a max-
imum of two credits per year for 600 or more hours.

The purpose of the Youth Apprenticeship Program is
to help high school students see direct connections
between school learning and paid employment. Ap-
prentices are provided with an opportunity to earn a
J-unit regents sequence by working during their
junior and senior years and completing a special
project in their senior year.

Participating businesses for 1993-94 include the
Binghamton Savings Bank, the Computer Area at
Broad Street in the Union-Endicott Central School
District, and Binghamton General Hospital. Stu-
dents in the programs are Amy Lee, Amy Squires,
Brian Osier, and Charmaine Cole. The advisor for
both programs is William Dupkanick.

The Mathletes Club consists of students in the
Union-Endicott High School who have an interest
in Mathematics and especially in mathematical
competitions. The Club members compete in the
Broome County Mathletes contests which are held
five times a year. The top sixteen individuals then
compete on the All-Broome County team in the
New York State Mathlete’s Competition.

The UE Mathletes also compete in the New York
Math League Contests which are held six morn-
ings a year. These results are compared against
other regional schools. Other competitions include
the Hartwick College Math Competition and the
American High School Mathematical Examina-
tions. In the past, several students have qualified
from this test and gone on to the American In-
vitational Mathematical Competition.

Wildfires swept through Southern Ca-
lifornia in November. The 26 major fires
scorched patches from Ventura County to
the Mexican border. Flames consumed a
total of 200,000 acres and damaged or
destroyed more than 1,000 buildings. At
least three people were killed. Nineteen of
the fires were believed to have been ar-
son. Thousands of firefighters from
around the state fought the blazes with-
out pause for days. And unpredictable
winds whipped the flames from hillside to

hillside and house to house.

Floods hit the Midwest in late spring and early
summer — thousands of farms and homes were
lost, fields were swamped and towns were sub-
merged. The states that got hit the hardest were
Iowa, Illinois and Missouri, causing billions of
dollars worth of damage. As the waters began to
recede, barges began moving along the Mississippi
River and people began digging out their mud-
filled homes. President Clinton signed a $5.7
million aid package to help the victims.
